       The Lord’s Prayer

(Isaiah 37:15-20)  Then Hezekiah prayed to the LORD, saying:

Adoration

"O LORD of hosts, God of Israel, the One who dwells between the cherubim, You are God, You alone, of all the kingdoms of the earth. You have made heaven and earth.

Confession

"Incline Your ear, O LORD, and hear; open Your eyes, O LORD, and see; and hear all the words of Sennacherib, which he has sent to reproach the living God.  "Truly, LORD, the kings of Assyria have laid waste all the nations and their lands,  "and have cast their gods into the fire; for they were not gods, but the work of men's hands; wood and stone. Therefore they have destroyed them.  

Petition

"Now therefore, O LORD our God, save us from his hand, that all the kingdoms of the earth may know that You are the LORD, You alone."

(Luke 11:2-4)  So He said to them, “When you pray, say:

Adoration

Our Father in heaven, hallowed be Your name.

Adoration / Petition

Your kingdom come. Your will be done on earth as it is in heaven.

Petition

Give us day by day our daily bread.

Petition / Confession

And forgive us our sins, for we also forgive everyone who is indebted to us. 

Petition

And do not lead us into temptation, but deliver us from the evil one."

SOME FACTS ABOUT PRAYER FROM THE BIBLE

Jesus Prayed - Luke 6:12  Now it came to pass in those days that He went out to the mountain to pray, and continued all night in prayer to God.  Also see Matthew 14:23; 19:13; 26:36; Mark 6:46; 14:32; Luke 9:28,29; 22:45; John 14:16; 17:9,15,20

God Hears Your Prayers - 2 Chronicles 7:14  If My people who are called by My name will humble themselves, and pray and seek My face, and turn from their wicked ways, then I will hear from heaven, and will forgive their sin and heal their land.

Boldly Enter Into Prayer - Hebrews 4:16  Let us therefore come boldly to the throne of grace, that we may obtain mercy and find grace to help in time of need.

Some Results of Prayer:

James 5:16  Confess your trespasses to one another, and pray for one another, that you may be healed.

The effective, fervent prayer of a righteous man avails much.

Psalms 56:9  When I cry out to You, then my enemies will turn back; this I know, because God is for me.

Luke 11:10  For everyone who asks receives, and he who seeks finds, and to him who knocks it will be opened.  (Refers to the Holy Spirit)

John 14:13  And whatever you ask in My name, that I will do, that the Father may be glorified in the Son.

1 John 5:14,15  Now this is the confidence that we have in Him, that if we ask anything according to His will, He hears us.   And if we know that He hears us, whatever we ask, we know that we have the petitions that we have asked of Him.

James 1:5  If any of you lacks wisdom, let him ask of God, who gives to all liberally and without reproach, and it will be given to him. 

Philippians 4:6,7  Be anxious for nothing, but in everything by prayer and supplication, with thanksgiving, let your requests be made known to God; and the peace of God, which surpasses all understanding, will guard your hearts and minds through Christ Jesus.

Things That Hinder Prayer
Doubt - James 1:6-8  But let him ask in faith, with no doubting, for he who doubts is like a wave of the sea driven and tossed by the wind.  For let not that man suppose that he will receive anything from the Lord; he is a double-minded man, unstable in all his ways.

Unbelief - Hebrews 3:12,13  Beware, brethren, lest there be in any of you an evil heart of unbelief in departing from the living God; but exhort one another daily, while it is called "Today," lest any of you be hardened through the deceitfulness of sin.

Unforgiveness - Mark 11:25,26  And whenever you stand praying, if you have anything against anyone, forgive him, that your Father in heaven may also forgive you your trespasses.  "But if you do not forgive, neither will your Father in heaven forgive your trespasses. 

Practice of Sin - Isaiah 59:1,2  Behold, the Lord's hand is not shortened, that it cannot save; nor His ear heavy, that it cannot hear.  But your iniquities have separated you from your God; and your sins have hidden His face from you, so that He will not hear. 

Selfish Motives - James 4:3  You ask and do not receive, because you ask amiss, that you may spend it on your pleasures.

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Devotional Prayer-Time

Plan and set aside special time to be alone with God in prayer.  (Matthew 6:6)

(Don’t move on to Petition/intercession until communion.)

I have heard of You by the hearing of the ear, but now my eye sees You.  (Job 42:5)

Increase planned prayer time until God is releasing you to go about your day.



(Instead of running out of time or rushing the waiting/listening time.)
